Care Resources is the old-

est HIV/AIDS non -for -profit group to serve 

the needs of the Greater South Florida com-

munity.  It culminated with us partnering 

with Care Resources, the Butler Center for 

Service and Leadership, and A Week for Life 

Programming Board to bring a mobile HIV 

testing unit onto campus and provide free 

Orasure tests to students.  From this pro-

gram, we were able to encourage over thirty 

students to get tested, a highly successful 

youth turnout pool as stated by our partner 

Care Resource.

To culminate our fortieth anniversary festivities, the Eta Delta Chapter 

held a banquet at the beautiful Parrot Jungle Island.  We celebrated the 

Fraternityõs arrival at the University of Miami on the evening of Saturday, 

April 17, 2010, exactly 40 years since our revered pearls chartered our illus-

trious chapter.  The brotherhood was fully represented; for a reunion of 

past, present and future fraternal bonds and fellowship.  The connection 

that was made between alumni and current chapter members that evening 

will be forever cemented in the Eta Delta history book and remembered by 

those brothers in attendance.  Moreover, on behalf of the Eta Delta Chap-

ter, the brotherhood also paid homage to Brother George Koonce whom of 

which was instrumental in starting our chapter.  

Brothers on the Move  

In November of 2009, Brothers Julien Jean -Francois and Joseph Dubery 

spent 5 days in the Dominican Republic.  These Brothers took part in a med-

ical mission tr ip to vi l lages on the border  between the countr ies of H ispanio-

la, assisting to provide health care to over 600 Haitian immigrants seeking 

refuge and medical care.  The villagers spoke of a tragedy occurring days 

before their arrival where 7 Haitian citizens were killed and used for char-

coal nearby their village for reasons unknown. Brothers performed basic 

triage services; conducting blood pressure (BP) screenings, temperature, and 

pulse and respiration rates of visiting patients.  

This past summer, Bro. Shawn Daniel completed a fellowship in the Biochem-

istry -Molecular Biology Department at the University Of Miami Miller School 

Of Medicine.  He worked on developing a procedure to detect an AZT deriva-

tive present at very low concentrations in HIV infected cells.  Specifically, his 

project focused on a method based on high performance liquid chromatog-

raphy and Mass Spectrometry (LC -MS-MS) to detect and quantify Ap4AZT 

produced in cells infected with wild -type or mutant HIV.  His work was sup-

ported through the Developmental Center for Aids Research (DCFAR), of 

which Dr. Savita Pawah oversees.  All experiments performed were conducted 

under the direct supervision of senior researcher Dr. Walter Scott.  

Bro. Sean Welsh spent this past summer working as an intern for Cummins 

Incorporated, a Fortune 100 company based out of Columbus, Indiana.  Cum-

mins Inc., is a corporation of complementary business units that design, man-

ufacture, dist r ibute, and service engines and related technologies; including 

fuel systems, controls, air handling, filtration, emission, solutions, and electri-

cal power generation systems.  As a Service Engineering Intern with the 

Cummins Turbo Technologies subsidiary, he was afforded the opportunity to 

work amongst the companyõs service, product, and design engineers on pro-

jects related to current product support and value introduction of new prod-

ucts and product changes.
